We are Rohingyas, Myanmar nationals, and genocide survivors. The Myanmar government,

 Myanmar armed forces and some Buddhist extremists forcibly pushed us out of Myanmar to Bangladesh in 1978, 1992, 2012, 2016 and 2017. Now we are living in world’s largest refugee camp in Cox’s Bazar, Bangladesh, as Forcibly Displaced Myanmar Nationals (FDMN).

We have been living here unwantedly and under a very bad circumstance for almost six years.

. Life in the camp is intolerable for many reasons, like… living on limited rations, clothes, sleeping in a very narrow shelter made of tarpaulin and bamboo where no beds or bed-clothe, living among a very dense population, movement restrictions in the camps and living under the fear of so many natural disasters such as; landslide, storms, floods during the rainy seasons. 

 Sleeping under the highly temperature and under the intolerable heat of the tarpaulin. To be worried most is losing future of the community without access to any formal education for our children in the camps.  So, we want to live peacefully and happily with our families on a peaceful land as  our forefathers had once lived in our motherland, Myanmar. Once we had our own houses to live in, businesses to earn, farms to get vegetable and meat, Mosques to perform our prayers, schools and colleges to learn education, fields to grow paddy and get rice as our main food. In fact, we had equally rights that any other citizens of Myanmar had. But, the worst, long-term and systematic genocide committed by the Myanmar government against the minority Rohingya Muslim people in Arakan state as well as against all the other minorities like Shan, Chin, Kachin people in some states of Myanmar as the world knows today,  destroyed almost everything of us including our citizenship, lives, dignity, properties, and even our own land. We had lost everything in Myanmar. And we are hopeless now to go home back after living refugee lives in a foreign country or countries for years. In fact we are so happy to hear that United Nations as well as some other countries all around the world is trying to resettle us to 3rd countries. We met so many foreigners (people) from different countries who came to help or support us in the largest refugee camp in Cox’s Bazar. All are nice people with kind hearts. Among all of them, we found that people from  (USA) who came and supported us and who are still working for the refugees in the camps are extraordinary.  They are so honest, friendly, patient, kind and helpful. We knew USA is the best country for us to live in as long as its government and people want to. So, we have decided to be resettled only in USA hopefully. We love USA’s people and America from our hearts.

Sir, we can confidently and surely confess that we can be a part of the progression of your country if we have opportunities to work in your country as  we are workaholics; we are good farmers, fishermen, teachers, workers, builders, shopkeepers, tailors, boatmen, sellers, cleaners, learners, managers, volunteers, bakers, and specially we are peace builders or peace lovers. We promise you that we will prove ourselves to be prouder and successful human beings and never ever let you feel down because of any reasons related to us.

Therefore, we would very hopefully like to appeal to you to take and resettle some of our families in your wonderful country, please!
